Rotary in the Schools to develop leadership and fund raising skills as well as service projects for the local and International communities.

Rotaract
Rotary in the Colleges and for young business people to develop business and professional skills as well as to make professional contacts to aid in career development, in addition to developing service projects for the local and International communities.

Competition
Music: The Dan Stover
In District 5300 for students who plan to make music their major study area. Prizes vary at the different levels.

Speech: The Four Way Test
Students incorporate the Four Way Test of Rotary into a speech that they develop and present at the local club in January or February. Winners go on to the Zone competition in March, whose winners compete at the Rotary District 5300 Conference in April or May. Prizes vary at the different levels.

College
Scholarships of varying amounts for students to continue in college, criteria vary by Rotary club.

School
Scholarships of varying amounts for seniors planning to go on to college, some clubs have vocational scholarships also, criteria vary by Rotary club.

Leadership
Interact Assembly

In District 5300 this is a one day gathering, held shortly after Interact PETS or elections, for incoming officers and interested Interactors, at which discussion groups, led by outgoing Interact officers, explore how to function in the various leadership roles within the Interact club. Cost is paid for by the sponsoring Rotary club, from Interact funds, or by the individual attendees - ask your Interact club Rotary Liaison or local Rotary club for more information.

Interact P.E.T.S. or Leadership Symposium

In District 5300 this is a two to three day retreat shortly after RYLA or at the start of the school year for the Incoming Interact Presidents, School Advisors and Rotary Liaisons from District 5300 and the six neighboring Rotary Districts at which they develop skills and plans to function in their roles as an Interact President, School Advisor and Rotary Liaison. Cost is paid for by the sponsoring Rotary club, from Interact funds, or by the individual attendees - ask your Interact club Rotary Liaison or local Rotary club for more information.

Training - Leadership  continued
R.Y.L.A.
In District 5300 this is a fully sponsored by your local Rotary club, three day leadership camp that occurs in March or April where approximately 300 Juniors participate in activities and leadership labs designed to develop friendships as well as leadership skills and abilities.

Travel - International

Group Study Exchange

Young non-Rotarian professionals travel as part of a group of four to five people under the leadership of a Rotarian to another country to expand their professional horizons and make valuable connections.

Summer Youth Exchange

High school students exchange with a selected family and spend three weeks in the summer in a foreign country of their choice. The student from that family spends three weeks with the American family. The exchange may occur in any order as determined by Rotary. If the exchange is to Australia it is for five to six weeks, with the Australian coming to America over their summer break in December. Cost is for the airline ticket, insurance and spending money. Assistance may be available from your local Rotary club.

Year Long School Youth Exchange

Juniors spend an academic year attending school in the foreign country of their choice, staying with three to four selected host families from the same Rotary club. Application should be started in the Freshman year. Cost is for the airline ticket, insurance and spending money. Assistance may be available from your local Rotary club.
