WHAT IS INTERACT?

Interact is an international organization of Rotary-sponsored service clubs for young people. The first club was started at Melbourne High School in Florida, U.S.A. in November 1962, by the Rotary Club of Melbourne. Interact became international when the Interact Club of Tanjore, India, was chartered in January 1963, sponsored by the Rotary Club of Tanjore. As of June 2005 this fast-growing movement has 10,319 clubs in 118 countries with membership exceeding 237,337.

Membership is open to students at the secondary school level (14-18 years of age) who possess some special traits. Interactors are youth who find satisfaction in service, challenges in solving problems, rewards in developing leadership skills and fun in making friends and being part of a team. They demonstrate initiative, whether they are planning club programs, helping their communities or raising funds for worthwhile projects. They have a lively curiosity about the world around them and an eagerness to build international understanding. And Interactors enjoy themselves.

__________________________________ High School Interact club is sponsored by _________________ Rotary club, which provides a Rotarian liaison for guidance and practical assistance. Each Interact club is self-governing and self-supporting. And each club undertakes at least two major service projects a year one in the community and one to further global peace and goodwill.
